Chapter One

Establishment and Objectives b

Article -1- An independent commission called the (General Commission for
Monitoring the Allocation of Federal Revenues) shall be established under this law,
with a legal personality and represented by the chairman of the commission or his
authorized representative, reporting to the Parliament, and shall be based in

Baghdad.

Article -2- This law aims to control the allocation of federal revenues through
verifying:

First: The equity of the distribution of federal import allocations according to the
entitlement of regions and governorates that are not organized into a region

Second: The equity of the distribution of international grants, aid and loans, taking
into account the relevant international agreements according to the entitiement of

the regions and governorates.

Article -3- The Commission shall seek to achieve the objectives of this law by the
following means: :

First: Verifying the equity of the distribution of federal revenues when preparing the
draft federal general budget and the correctness of calculating the distribution of
federal revenues
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allocations, grants, aid, and international loans in accordance with the
principles, standards and indicators determined by a system and submit its
final reports to the House of Representatives.

Second: Follow up the process of financing the amounts of allocations from
the Ministry of Finance and the executive measures taken to calculate the
share of each region or governorate that is not organized into a region, of
international grants, aid and loans.

Third: Approaching the concerned parties to provide the Commission with any
letters, correspondence and endorsements related to the competence of the
Commission and answering everything related to allocations and funding.

Fourth: Investigation and inquiry to know the revenues derived from the
federal government and the details of their components and sources

Chapter Two
Chairman of the Commission

Article -4 -: First: The commission shall be chaired by an employee with experience
and competence, holding at least an undergraduate university degree, and has an
active service of no less than fifteen (15) years, and shall receive the salary and
allowances of an deputy minister during the period of his office, and he is responsible
for carrying out its work and exercises monitoring over its activities, formations, and
other administrative and financial affairs in accordance with the law.

Second: the chairman of the commission has a deputy with experience and
competence, holding at least an undergraduate university degree, and has an active
service in his field of work no less than fifteen (15) years, and receives the salary and
allowances of a general director. P e

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commission shall be five (5) years, renewable once.

Chapter Three

Second: Technical Affairs and Follow-up Department.

Article -6- Each of the departments stipulated in article 5 of this law shall be managed
by an employee under the title “General Director’, who holds at least an
undergraduate university degree, and is experienced and competent, and has an
active service in his field of work for a period no less than fifteen (15) years.

Article -7- First: The Commission has a number of experts and representatives as
follows:

A. Representatives of the Federal Government shall be nominated and their
number shall be determined by the Council of Ministers, provided that it does
not exceed three members.

B. Representatives of the region and the governorate that are not organized into a
region shall be nominated and their number determined by the Council of
Ministers in the region or the provincial council that is not organized into a region
, provided that it does not exceed one expert and one representative from each
governorate, including the governorates organized into a region .

C. The representatives of the federal government, the region and the governorate
not organized into a region provided for in paragraphs (A) and (B) of Item (First)
of this Article shall be part-time to work in the Commission and perform their

duties in addition to their functions.

D. The Commission may seek the assistance of a number of experts.
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Second: The expert and the representative of the federal government, the region and
the governorate that is not organized in the region stipulated in Item (First) of this
article shall be an employee with at least an initial university degree and with
experience and competence in financial, economic, legal or administrative matters for
a period of no less than ten (10) years.

Chapter Four
Board of Directors

Article -8- First: The Commission shall have a Board of Directors chaired by the
Chairman of the Commission and the membership of the Vice-Chairman and the
- General Directors.

Second: The Board shall convene at least once a month at the invitation
of its Chairman or his authorized representative.

Third: The quorum for the meeting of the Board shall be completed in
the presence of the majority of its members and decisions shall be taken
by agreement or majority, and if the votes are equal, the side with which
the Chairman voted shall prevail.

Fourth: The Board of Directors of the Commission shall prepare an
annual report on the Commission's activities for the relevant year and
send it to the Parliament during the first two months of the following year.

Federal Government Revenue€

Article -9- the Federal revenues are realized from the following sources:
First: Sales of oil, gas and other mineral wealth belonging to the State,

revenues resulting from oil and gas contracts from national and foreign
companies, investment contracts, direct and indirect taxes
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that finance the federal general budget and any other revenues stipulated in
federal laws.

Second: international grants and aid.

Third: Revenues obtained federally or for the benefit of the federal
government from regions and governorates that are not organized into a
region.

Chapter Six
Final Provisions

Article 10: The Commission shall have an independent annual budget to be financed
from the amounts allocated to it from the federal general budget of the state.

Article 11: The divisions of the formations stipulated in Article 5 of this law shall be
determined by instructions issued by the Chairman of the Commission.

Article12: The provisions of the Civil Service Law No. 24 for the year 1960, Staff Law
No. 25 for the year 1960, Law of Discipline of State and Public Sector Employees No.
14 for 1991, Unified Retirement Law No. 9 for the year 2014, and the Law on Salaries
of State and Public Sector Employees No. 22 for 2008 shall apply to the Commission's
employees.

Article 13: The accounts of the Commission are subject to the control and audit of
the Federal Board of Supreme Audit.

Article 14: The Chairman of the Commission may issue internal instructions and
regulations to facilitate the implementation of the provisions of this Law.

Article 15: This law shall be implemented from the date of its publication in the Official
Gazette.
